
“RED HOT RIDE”  HORSEMANSHIP CHALLENGE JACKPOT 
Monday, Sept. 28th, 2009 -    Grandstand Arena 

 
Entry Fee: $40.00 per go (a ”go” means horse and rider team, riders may ride more than one horse and horses may be ridden by more 
 than one rider). 
Entry Deadline:  pre-registered at the Entry Office by Sept. 1, 2009 
Haul In Fee: $10.00 per trailer (not required for youth already entered in first half). 
Entrants must be registered in the Fair office by Sept. 1, 2009 and will haul in for the event only Monday afternoon.  Trailers will enter through 
Gate 11, pick-up their pass packet and park as directed in the In-field.  Non-participants  (Red Hot Ride Guests) entering  
 Gate 11 will be required to have a day pass (which may be ordered on the entry form)

Judges: Robert & Janet Phinney 
 Divisions: 
1)  Youth Open Jackpot – 13 & under (youth divisions could be combined if less than 3 entries) 
2)  Youth Open Jackpot – 14-19    
3)  Adult Amateur Jackpot – those who do not receive money 
4)  Adult Pro  Jackpot– those who receive money professionally, ie trainers 
The “Red Hot Ride” is an extreme course designed to challenge every horse and rider with horsemanship maneuvers, weather elements, chore 
tasks, obstacles encountered in riding out and working cows.  Horses should load in a trailer and be comfortable with cows and water.  There will 
be a maximum time limit to ride the course. 
Scoring:  Each obstacle will have a point value and the highest combined total with the quickest time will be awarded first place.  Money will be 
paid to the first three places in each class.  50% of the entry fee will go into the jackpot for each class and 50% of that goes to 1st, 35% to 2nd, and 
15% to 3rd. 
Judging: The ideal horse and rider team will negotiate the course carefully but confidently with softness and style using speed only when 
appropriate. 
Equipment: Snaffle-bits, bosals and full bridles will be allowed.  No mechanical hackamores, side – pulls, halters, tie-downs or martingales. 
Attire: Riders should appear neat and workman-like, jeans, boots, long-sleeved button-up shirts. Helmets required for youth and recommended 
for adults. 
*Any horse or rider that presents a danger to themselves or others or exhibits abusive behavior will be disqualified at the discretion of the judges 
and/or superintendent.
